¢ Review the safety rules with children. Help
them to understand why each rule is important.

(B) School bus stop location

(1) Pupils in grades kindergarten through eight may be
required to walk up to one-half mile to a designated
bus stop.

(2) School bus stop locations shall provide for the max-
inmm safety of pupils giving consideration to dis-
tance from residence, traffic volume, physical char-
actenistics, visibility and weather conditions.

(3) School bus stops shall be established on the resi-
dence side of all four-lane highways and on the
residence side of other roadways posing potential
hazards to students & determined by school bus
owners.

(4) School bus stops shall be located at a distance from
the crest of a hull or curve to allow motorists travel-
ing at the posted speed to stop within the sight dis-
tance. If the line of sight is less than five hundred
feet in either direction, an approved “school bus
stop ahead” sign shall be installed at least five hun-
dred feet in advance of the school bus stop.

(5) Each pupil shall be assizned and required to use a
specific school bus stop except in umnsual
circumstances as approved by the school bus own-
er or designee.

(6) Each pupil shall be assigned a residence side
designated place of safety. Driver must account
for each pupil at designated place of safety be-
fore leaving. Pupils are not to proceed o their
residence unfil the school bus has departed.

STEM Activity: Cigar Box Guitar Build

The STEM program at SAMS was excited to receive a
$475 grant from the Nordson Corporation Foundation
to continue its 4-string cigar box guitar building pro-
ject. During this project students learn how to design,
build, and play 4-string cigar box guitars. Last year the
project was tested with a small group of students with
great success. The design and building portion of

the project teaches students the placement and function
of all guitar parts, the science behind how the sound is
produced, and how to play them. The guitars are built
from scratch and require students to measure, cut, drill,
glue and bolt all pieces together. A professional guitar
instructor will be invited into class to provide additional
instruction for playing the guitars. Students will be
evaluated on the accuracy and precision of the guitar
construction and their ability to play the instru-

ment. They will also have the opportunity to use their
guitars to teach their science classes about sound
waves. Students will be able to take the guitars home at
the completion of the project. Thank you Nordson for
funding this project!

Flight Simulators at SAMS

Students at SAMS recently had the special opportunity
to learn from leaders of the local Civil Air Patrol (CAP)
squadron located at the Lorain County Airport during
their STEM class. Capt. Judy Ingersoll and Maj. Chuck
Ingersoll taught the students about the science of flight
including topics such as the motions of flight and the
forces that affect a plane. Cadet Senan was also on
hand and helped model the use of flight simulators,

which the students had a week to use for practicing
flight maneuvers. The CAP is an auxiliary of the Unit-
ed States Air Force consisting of volunteers that pro-
vide help with services such as search and rescue mis-
sions and disaster relief. For more information about
the Civil Air Patrol and the youth programs they pro-
vide, please visit their webpage:
