CLASS TRIP GRADE 6

Beulah Beach 2014
May 28th, 29th, 30th
This letter is to confirm that your child will be attending the 6th grade class trip on May 28th, 29th, 30th  to Beulah Beach in Vermilion.  The students will need to bring their luggage to school on the 28th, (Wednesday) at their normal drop off time, but we recommend that if at all possible, the students get a ride to school on that day and not take all of their items on the bus.

When we return to school on the May 30th, we will be back to school around 1:45pm.  At this time the students will be dropped off at the pavilion by the soccer fields and can be picked up at that time.

All meals and snacks are provided. Students are NOT to bring any food!

Students are to dress and pack for the weather.  Please note the detailed list of what to bring and not to bring.  The students may bring a few dollars (small bills) to buy Souvenirs on the last day, and pop from a vending machine, and also at Kalahari, but THEY ARE RESPONSIBLE for their money at all times.

There will be NO electronic equipment such as ipods, video games, MP3 players, DVD players and cell phones on this trip.  Students can have disposable cameras, no digital camera allowed.  This is so no expensive cameras get wet since there are a lot of activities that involve water. These types of items add extra complications to trips like this and we hope that all students will abide to this rule.  Any of these items which are found on this trip will be confiscated and returned to the parent of the student on the last day of school.  The adults at camp have phones and there is a phone at the camp.  Students can locate Mrs. Gundersen to call home if needed.
Students will be provided with a color-coded school t-shirts the morning of the trip.  The students and chaperones will be asked to put this shirt on before we leave for the trip.  The students are to put their names on the tag inside their shirt before putting them on.  These shirts are to be worn all of Wednesday & Thursday of the trip.  They are an important tool in managing the groups during the daily events.  The parent chaperones will collect and wash the shirts on Wednesday night so that they can be worn again on Thursday.

Wednesday night the students will have a campfire and hay ride as our evening entertainment.  ALL students will shower and then go off to sleep by 10:30pm.  *NOTE* Mr. Grude is in charge of the early morning wake-up, and boy is that FUN (.  Thursday night we will be taking the students to KALAHARI, and the students will have strict guidelines to follow, which will be reviewed with the students while at camp.

6th Grade Outdoor Education Supply List 2014
NOTHING on this trip should be NEW!  This is a wonderful time to use all those “play clothes” you have had sitting in the bottom of the closet.

No matter how hot you think it will be bring PANTS, SWEATSHIRT, and UMBRELLA.  When the sun goes down by the lake, it gets cold & we are outside rain or shine!

At Kalahari, the boys must wear swim shorts & not cut-offs.  No zippers or buttons should be on the pants because you could hurt yourself on slide and such!  Boys can wear a white t-shirt with their swim shorts in the water.  The girls must wear a FULL bathing suit or a TANKINI, which covers the entire stomach, and all other parts that are NOT school appropriate.  Girls can also wear a t-shirt over top of their suits.

*If Mrs. Gundersen feels you are inappropriately dressed for the event, you will be removed from the water, and will serve as her special assistant for the length of the event (
What to bring to camp:

· CLOTHES: lots of them, you will get dirty and wet I am sure.  Expect to change at least twice each day.  You will need proper nightclothes.  

· *Bring trash bags to put anything that doesn’t dry before we leave into, as you are packing.

· SHOES: walking shoes, boots, old gym shoes & SOCKS!!!  We do some serious “MUDDING”. You can bring water shoes for both at camp & at the water park.  You can ONLY wear flip-flops while in the lodge during non-class times.

· BEDDING: Each of you will be provided with a bed with a mattress on it.  Boys will have twin beds & some girls will have to share double beds.  Each room has an air conditioner, so you don’t need to worry about being to warm, so most kids bring sleeping bags.  Many students also just bring a sheet & some blankets.  Don’t forget a PILLOW!!

· TOILETRIES: You will need soap, shampoo, toothpaste and any other supplies that you use to clean yourself.  I recommend you bring small amount because we have had some major spills over the years.  You will also need towels for swimming and for washing.

· LUGGAGE:  You have to carry everything that belongs to you & while it is being transported in a box truck it so going to be tossed around.  Use duffle bags!  Mark you name on them with duct tap or something, because when they are on the lawn they all look the same!

· Fishing poles can be brought.  There will be a few times when students can fish.

· POSITIVE ATTITUDE:  No Whining is permitted!  Mrs. Gundersen has been known to loose a few whiners in the woods ( this experience is meant to be different from what you do day-to-day and you need to open your mind up to the experience and enjoy it!!

· MEDICATION: If your child needs to take medication while at camp please contact Mrs. Urbansky for a medication form and camp medication procedure document. The school will be sending home a permission slip for over-the-counter medication to be administered such as Tylenol or Benadryl.  Look for that at a later date.
What NOT to bring to camp:

· NO Cell phones, ipods, DVD players, electronic games, and any other electronic devises.  You are at camp for 3 days & we are going to enjoy time without ELECTRONICS. 

· NO food, gum, or candy.  We will have plenty of HEALTHY food for you to enjoy.  Plus SMORES!

· No aerosol products such as hair spray & deodorant.  You can use pump-type, but not aerosol.

· No weapons of any sort!

· NEGATIVE ATTITUDE:  No whining and complaining is permitted at this camp.  We are all FORCED to have a good time, so practice showing me your HAPPY FACE (.  Bullying or making fun of others while on this trip will not be permitted.  Misbehavior will result in your parents being called and you going home!

*Bringing any items that are on this list will result in the item being confiscated, and it will be returned to a PARENT only on the last day of school!  Don’t do it! (
